	Effects of this medicine

This medicine inhibits cyclooxygenase (COX-1) in platelets and suppresses the synthesis of thromboxane A2 (TXA2). It consequently suppresses platelet aggregation to prevent blood clotting and vessel clogging.
It is usually used to prevent thrombus/embolus formation in angina, myocardial infarction, ischemic cerebrovascular disorder, and after coronary artery bypass grafting/percutaneous transluminal coronary angioplasty.
