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	Effects of this medicine

This medicine acts on parasympathetic nerve endings in mucosa of colon/rectum to promote peristalsis. It also acts directly on intestinal mucosa to stimulate defecation reflex. Consequently, it promotes defecation.
It is usually used to treat constipation or eliminate intestinal contents in gastrointestinal tract screening and perioperative period.

	Before using this medicine, be sure to tell your doctor and pharmacist

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
If you are suspected of having acute abdomen.
If you have spastic constipation, hardened feces, anal abrasion, ulcerated hemorrhoids.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・In general, for babies and infants, insert 1 suppository (2 mg of the active ingredient) through anus at a time, once or twice a day. The dosage may be adjusted according to the age or symptoms. Strictly follow the instructions.
・If you miss a dose, use the missed dose as soon as possible. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue your regular dosing schedule. You should not use two doses at one time.
・If you accidentally use more than your prescribed dose, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.
